Minutes of The AGM of the Rheindahlen and Elmpt Shooting Club held on Sunday 2 nd December 2007 in the RESC Members Club House at Elmpt. The meeting started at 10.45 am.
The President  called the meeting to order and thanked every one for attending. He explained that as some of the German Members did not understand much English, and that the President and Secretary did not speak much German Herr Mark Nowicki was asked if he could translate when required.

Item 1.

25 mtr Range Update.
The President asked the Club Secretary to give the Members present an update on the 25 mtr range.

The Secretary explained that the range was still having problems with Damage and will still be closed for repairs this year and with this in mind it was proposed that fees would be waived for the coming year for all pistol shooters

Leloh Range Update. 
No problems were reported from Paul Smith and Sandra on the Trap Range and by Hubert Mieners and his wife on the Skeet Range. As they were all present they answered all questions relating to the range.
Item 3 

Development of Clay Range at Elmpt.
The Secretary explained that over the last 12 months a considerable amount of money had been spent on the further development of the Elmpt Range. Some of the money spent was by way of grants from the British Army (Germany) and the rest came from the profits of the Club takings. He went on to explain that in order to complete the Sporting Layout it would need the purchase of 3 / 4 Metal Sheds, in which to store the traps and clays. There was no requirement to purchases any more Club Guns at the moment. There was a need to purchase some more spare batteries to allow for replacements due to flat batteries at times. The only development to the layouts that was possible was an additional tower to be positioned in the woods to the Left of the sporting layout. This is currently being investigated.
Item 4
Club Shooting Policy at Elmpt.

The President explained that the Clay range at Elmpt was open for shooting on a Saturday afternoon between 1330 – 1630hrs or earlier in the winter months due to the daylight. The timings for Sunday are 1100 - 1500hrs.
He also informed all members present that shooting at Elmpt was a privilege and not a right as there seems to be some members who were not willing to help out on the range

Any new persons applying for membership other than BFG Entitled personnel would be informed that there was a waiting list in operation and called forward as and when vacancies appear.

Visitors to the ranges.
The Secretary explained that an increasing number of guests are shooting, particularly at Leloh and this has a detrimental effect on availability of shooting for club members. It was therefore deemed necessary to impose some rules as follows: 
Only 1 visitor allowed to accompany a Club Member each day unless by special arrangement through the Secretary. 
If a Member wished to bring more than one visitor to the range then he / she must inform the Secretary at least one week in advance. This is to enable the relevant information to be obtained and the security Staff at Elmpt informed.  A similar system would be introduced at Leloh, the Member or members concerned must inform the Range Staff.

Persons turning up by themselves would be refused permission to shoot on the range. At Elmpt the Security Staff have been instructed to refuse entry to any person not accompanied by a Club Member or they have first been informed of the person or persons visit. 
Visitors Fees
- After a short discussion it was proposed by Olaf Karner and seconded by John Pellet that the Visitors fee will remain to € 10.00. A vote was taken and All Members agreed that the fee should remain € 10.00. 
Visitors limited to 3 visits per year maximum.

Club Competitions.

A programme for the proposed competition shoots for 2008 will be announced shortly Please note that the dates are subject to change, Military commitments etc.
The competitions are open to all RESC/ Leloh Members, guests may not shoot. All competitions are shot under English Rules and Regulations.

Item 7.

Club Visits.

The President wished to increase the level of liaison with other clubs in the area and suggested ‘away days’ for club members to go and shoot these grounds. Any member who knows of good quality nearby grounds should let it be known and potential days out can be advertised. Equally he would like to see them come and visit RESC. This would definitely be done for Military clubs in Germany and Gutersloh has already been to shoot. The President was keen for a return match at Gutersloh before June 07.
